Older Americans Act 

ÅReauthorization bill introduced in May 

ÅContains several intergenerational provisions 

ÅAffirm and preserve language to encourage more 
multigenerational centers and intergenerational shared sites 
in the multipurpose senior center modernization process  

ÅStrengthen the National Family Caregiver Support Program by 
increasing its authorization and offering incentives to use full 
10% for Grandfamilies 

 



Family Connections Grants 

Å5 year anniversary of the Fostering Connections 
to Success and Increasing Adoptions Act of 2008 

ÅIncluded support for grandfamilies including $15 
million for Family Connections Grants/Kinship 
Navigator Programs 

ÅGrants are demonstrating improved stability and 
safety and increased permanency  

ÅFunding for grants is coming to an end 

ÅExtend authorization of grants 2014-2016

Å2. Enter your zip code in the box 

Å3. View names and contact information for 
your Members of Congress 



How to Schedule a Hill Visit (cont.)  
ÅStep 2: Make an Appointment:    

ïCall the number for the Washington office of your 
member, listed at contactingthecongress.org.  

ïOnce connected share your name with the staffer 
and ask to speak with the scheduler to make a 
scheduling request with your Member of Congress.
